Precautions

Re:

ad all of the instructions before operating the set. Keep

Do not place the set on an unstable cart, stand, or table.

HDMI or HDMI (SERVICE) or HDMI (eARC/ARC) socket (input)

The HDMI (High-Definition Multimedia Interface) socket can be
used to connect a Blu-ray player, PC with a compatible video
card installed, certain DVD players or a high-definition compatible
digital satellite decoder. This socket provides an uncompressed
digital connection that carries both video and audio data by way
of an integrated mini-plug cable.

LAN

This socket can be used to connect to external modem or network
access equipment.

ANTENNA socket (input)

This socket can be used to connect the outside aerial or cable
network.

DIGITAL AUDIO OUT (OPTICAL) socket (output)

This socket can be used to connect a compatible digital audio
receiver.

USB 2.0 or USB 3.0 socket (input)

These sockets can be used to connect a USB 2.0 or USB 3.0
device.

Note: The number of USB sockets on the TV may vary according
to TV model.

AV IN adapter socket (* Not available for some models)

This socket can be used to connect a range of equipment,
including video recorders, camcorders, decoders, satellite
receivers, DVD players, or games consoles.

Note: You must connect the attached AV adapter cable with

three color jacks to this socket first, and then use the yellow jack
for VIDEO connection and the red and white jacks for AUDIO
connection.

Network Connection

A Your TV will require an internet connection to operate all functions. Data usage charges may apply.
Please refer to your Internet Service Provider (ISP) for additional information.

To access the Internet, you must subscribe to high speed broadband Internet service with your Internet service
provider (ISP).

Your TV can be connected to your home network in two ways:

» Wired, using the RJ45 (LAN) connector on the back panel.

» Wireless, using the internal wireless and your home wireless network.

Note: Instructions below are just the usual ways to connect your TV to the wired or wireless network. The connection

method may be different depending on your actual network configuration. If you have any questions about your home
network, please re fer to your ISP,

Connecting to a Wired Network
To connect to a wired network:
1. Ensure you have:
» An Ethernet cable long enough to reach your TV
» Arouter or modem with an available LAN port
* A high-speed Internet connection
* ALAN port on the back of the TV

2. Connect your Ethernet cable to the router and to LAN port —
the LAN port on the back of the TV.

3. Use the Network and Internet menu to configure
the TV.

Connecting to a Wireless Network
To connect to a wireless network:

1. Ensure you have:

» Arouter broadcasting a high-speed wireless
signal
» A high-speed Internet connection

2. Use the Network and Internet menu to configure
the TV.

Wireless router

Disconnect the Wireless Network
1. Press £& on the remote control to display the dashboard menu.

2. Select @ (All settings)and press OK to enter the settings menu.

3. Press Up/Down to select Network and Internet, press OK to enter, select Wi-Fi, then press OK to disconnect the
wireless network connection.

In Network standby mode, power consumption does not exceed 2W.

The model has only one (% button. It may work just as Standby/Quit standby button, or as a multi-function
controller.

You can turn on the TV by pressing the (% button on the TV set.

While the TV is on, press the () button to display the multi-function menu. For more information about how to use
the multi-function menu, please refer to the figure below.

Switching On

1. Connect the power cable FIRST to the television, THEN to a mains
socket. (Note: For some models, the power lead may be fixed to the
television.)

WARNING:Your TV set should only be connected to an AC supply.
The TV’s standby light should be turned on. It must not be connected
to a DC supply. If the plug is detached from the cable, do not, under
any circumstances, connect it to a mains socket, as there is a risk of
electric shock.

2. Connect an outside aerial to the ANTENNA IN socket at the back of
the TV set.
The aerial socket (75 OHM - VHF / UHF / cable) can be used for
connecting an external aerial or other equipment fitted.

3. When powered on, the TV will be turned on directly or be in standby
mode.
If the power indicator lights up, the TV set is in standby mode. Press
the () button on the remote control or on the TV set to turn on the TV.

Note: The figures are for representation only,
the location of power socket of the television
might differ depending on the model.

Switching Off

« To put the TV set into standby mode, press the () button on the remote control. The TV set remains powered up,
but with low energy consumption.

« To switch off the TV set, unplug the mains socket from the mains outlet.

Note: In order to save energy and protect environment, certain models are designed with a relay switch. It is a normal
phenomenon if you hear the sound of the relay when you turn on or off the TV set.

Initial Setup

The first time you switch the set on, the Welcome wizard appears, which guides you through the initial setup process.
Follow the on-screen instructions to finish the initial setup process such as selecting the language, pairing your
remote, connecting to the network, and more. During each step, either make a choice or skip the step. If you skip a
step, you can perform the setup later from the Settings menu.

Notes:

- It's recommended to select Set up Google TV and finish its setup to enjoy more features during the initial setup process.
If you have finished basic TV’s setup, you can reaccess Google TV by pressing %& on the remote control, selecting @(AII
settings) > Set up Google TV and pressing OK to confirm.

- When you pair your remote, keep the remote control and TV within 1 meter, and follow the on-screen guide for

pairing. After finishing pairing the remote, you can use the Google Assistant button. If you skip remote pairing, you
will be prompted to pair the remote with the TV again when you use the Google Assistant button for the first time.

Adjusting Volume

Volume control: press the VOL +/ — buttons on the
remote control to increase or decrease the volume.
Sound mute: press the ¥ button to temporarily mute
the sound. Press this button again or the VOL =+ button
to restore the sound.

Installing Channels

This section describes how to search and store
channels automatically. This may be done in any of
the cases below:
- you have skipped the channel installation step in the
initial setup;
you are prompted that there are no channels in TV
mode;
you want to update your channels.
1. Press * on the remote control, and select @3 (ANl
settings) > Channels and inputs > Channels >
Channel Scan. Press OK/Right to enter.

2. The TV installs and arranges channels according
to your country or region. Press Up/Down to select
Country/Region, and press OK to enter. Enter the
password you have set in the £o3 (All settings) >
System > Parental Controls menu. Press Up/
Down to select your country or region and press OK
to confirm.

3. Press Up/Down to select Scan Automatically and
press OK to enter.

4. Press Up/Down to select other options and use
Left/Right to configure.

5. After configuration is completed, press Down to
select Search and press OK to start scanning
channels.

6. The channel search may take a few minutes. After
the automatic search, channels are arranged in
a preset order. If you wish to hide, edit or delete
channels, press * on the remote control, select 533
(All settings) > Channels and Inputs > Channels
> Edit Channels and press OK to enter.

Note: If the channel search retrieved only the analog
channels it could be caused by poor broadcasting
and therefore is not covered by manufacturer
warranty. Manufacturers cannot be held
responsible for lack of or poor broadcasting
insome areas.

Accessing Channels

Using the Up/Down buttons: Press the Up/Down
buttons on the remote control to scroll through the
channels.

Using the OK button: Press the OK button to display
the channel list (known as freeview bar in Australia
and Freeview Mini Guide in New Zealand) and press
A I\ <[> and OK to select channels.

Using the CHA\ / \V buttons: Press the CH/A\ /\v/
buttons on the remote control to scroll through the
channels.

Using the '3 buttons: Press !23 to display the virtual
remote control keyboard, then you can select the
desired button to operate accordingly.

Using Settings Menu

Allows you to not only adjust settings, such as Picture,
Network & Internet, Accounts and Sign-In and Apps,
etc., but also set preferences.

1. Press £& on the remote control to display the
dashboard menu.

2. Select @ (All settings) and press OK to enter the
settings menu.

3. Press Up/Down to select the desired item and press
OK to enter the corresponding submenu.

4. In submenus, press Up/Down to select menu
options, then press OK to enter the option list or the
corresponding submenu, or press OK to toggle on or
off, or press Left/Right to adjust the settingg.

5. Press < to return to previous interface and exit.

Settings

Note: Setting Clear LED Motion on will make fast
moving images clearer by controlling the LED
backlight, but the picture will be darker with more
flickering than with Clear LED Motion set to off.
(Not available for some models.)

Using Subtitles

You can enable subtitles for each TV channel. Subtitles
are broadcast via Teletext or DVB-T digital broadcasts.
With digital broadcasts, you have the additional option
of selecting a preferred subtitle language.

Note:

- Subtitle can also be accessed by pressing the Info
button ®. This will display the program information,
and from here you can toggle subtitles off and on.

- Some options are available only when Subtitle is set
to on.

Turning On/Off Subtitles

1. Press % on the remote control, select £83 (All
settings) > Channels and Inputs > Channels >
Subtitle and press OK/Right to enter.

2. Select the Subtitle option,and press OK to toggle
between on or off.

3. Press € to return to the previous menu.

Enabling Subtitle Languages on Digital TV
Channels

1. Press % on the remote control, select @ (Al
settings) > Channels and Inputs > Channels >
Subtitle > Digital subtitle language 1st and press
OK/Right to enter.

2. Press Up/Down to select a subtitle language as
your preferred language and press OK to confirm.

3. Press Up/Down to select Digital subtitle language
2nd and press OK/Right to enter.

4. Press Up/Down to select a secondary subtitle
language and press OK to confirm.

5. Press € to return to the previous menu.

Selecting a Subtitle Type on Digital TV
Channels

1. Press £ on the remote control, select £e3 (All
settings) > Channels and Inputs > Channels >
Subtitle > Subtitle type and press OK/Right to
enter.

2. Press Up/Down to select a subtitle type and press
OK to confirm. You can select Hearing impaired
to display the hearing impaired subtitles with your
selected language.

3. Press € to return to the previous menu.

Using EPG (Electronic Program
Guide)

EPG is an on-screen guide that displays scheduled
digital TV programs. You can navigate, select and view
programs.

1. Press £& on the remote control, select @ (All
settings) > Channels and Inputs > Channels >
EPG and press OK to enter, or press g9 directly
(if available) on the remote control, the Program
Guide menu will appear, which allows you to get
information about the current or next program
playing on each channel. Navigate through the
different programs using the Up/Down/Left/Right
buttons on the remote control.

2. Use the related buttons shown at the left of the
screen to view EPG.

Filter:Programme guide filter for digital TV

programmes.

« Navigate through the different types using the Up/
Down buttons on the remote control.

« Select one or more types, which you want to
highlight from the type list, press OK to select
ordeselect. A checkmark will appear to the left
ofthe type when selected.

Reminders: Press OK to enter, then select

Schedule Reminder or Schedule Recording

(ifavailable) to set Channel, Date, Reminder timeand

so on.

3. Press € to exit EPG.

Using Freeview
(* Available for New Zealand)

Go to Home > TV to go to Freeview and watch any
available channel.

Press OK on any channel to bring up the Freeview Mini
Guide and browse what’s on across all channels.

You can access extra features in the Freeview Mini
Guide. For example, you can select TV Guide to view a
comprehensive 8-day TV schedule across all channels,
with detailed information about each programme.Please
activate HbbTV to access Freeview features

(refer to the HbbTV section for more information).

*Check your signal coverage at www.freeviewnz.tv/
check, If you have UHF coverage, use a UHF aerial
wherever possible for the best viewing experience. If
you choose to use a satellite dish or only have satellite
coverage, you will need a satellite box for Freeview to
tune in to Live TV.

HbbTV

HbbTV (Hybrid broadcast broadband TV) is a service
offered by certain broadcasters and available only on
some digital TV channels. HbbTV delivers interactive
television over broadband Internet. These interactive
features are added to and enrich the normal digital
programs, and include services such as digital teletext,
electronic program guide, games, voting, specific
information related to the current program, interactive
advertising, information magazines, catch-up TV, etc.
To use HbbTV, please ensure your TV is connected to
Internet and HbbTV is switched on.

Notes:

- HbbTV services are broadcast- or country-
dependent and may be unavailable in your area.

- You cannot download files to your TV with HbbTV
function.

- Application provider or broadcasting related
conditions may cause an HbbTV application to be
unavailable momentarily.

- To access HbbTV applications, you must connect
your TV to the Internet via a broadband link. HbbTV

applications may not work correctly in case of
network related issues.

HbbTV Access

1. Press £ on the remote control, select @(AII
settings) > System >HbbTV Settings and press
OK to enter.

. Press Up/Down to select HbbTV and OK to activate
it.

. When you tune to a digital TV channel that offers
HbbTV, this will be signaled to you by an on-screen
indication (generally a red button, but other colour
buttons may also be used). Press the indicated
colour button to open the interactive pages.

. Use Up/Down/Left/Right and the colour buttons to
navigate through the HbbTV pages and press OK to
confirm.

HbbTV Deactivation

To avoid disturbances that may be caused by HbbTV
broadcasting tests, you can turn off the HbbTV function:

1. Press £ on the remote control, select @ (All
settings)>System>HbbTV Settings and press OK
to enter.

2. Press up/down to select HbbTV and OK to
deactivation.

Accessing Google TV Homepage

Problems & Solutions

Note: Problems & solutions 1 to 2 are for the TV models which have network functions, so users of non-connected
TV models can disregard them.

1.

Fail to link to the network.

Check if your TV is connected with the network;
Reboot your TV;

Consult your internet service provider, to confirm

if access of your router is supported. Refer to the
operation manual of your router, and activate its
DHCP function after linking the network to your TV.
Make sure your TV is connected to a router, and
make sure your router is powered on. Check that
your router/modem has an internet connection, and
that your Ethernet cables/wireless connection is OK.
Test your connection with a computer to make sure it
is OK. Should the problem persist, contact customer
service.

Check if TV system time is correct or not. Sometimes
TV system time is synchronized to the wrong time
from abnormal broadcast signal. In this case, please
set system time manually.

The video could not be played smoothly.

Videos from your USB flash drive --- It may be

caused by abnormal data transmission, or its code

rate is far beyond the supported formats of this TV
set.

Videos downloaded from internet, or online videos.

a. It may be caused by the lower bandwidth of your

network. A high network speed is required to
handle online videos.

b. Peak internet usage times may affect the
bandwidth.

. Check if any other computers on the same
network are also operating, as they may be using
up bandwidth. Especially if they are downloading
or playing online videos.

d. The video may not be smooth itself, it is not the

problem of your TV or network.

No picture, no sound
1. Check if the fuse or circuit breaker is working.

2. Plug another electrical device into the outlet to make
sure it is working or turned on.

Power plug is in a bad contact with the outlet.
Check the signal source.

No color

1. Change the color system.

2. Adjust the saturation.

3. Try another channel. Black-white program may be
received.

Remote control does not work

1. Change the batteries.

2. Batteries are not installed correctly.

No picture, normal sound
1. Adjust the brightness and contrast.
2. Broadcasting failure may happen.

Normal picture, no sound

1. Press the VOL button to increase volume.

2. Volume is set to mute, press the VOL button to
restore sound.

3. Change the sound system.

4. Broadcasting failure may happen.

Unorderly ripples on the picture
It is usually caused by local interference, such as cars,

daylight lamps and hair driers. Adjust the antenna to
minimize the interference.

Snowy dots and interference

If the antenna is located in the fringe area of a television
signal where the signal is weak, the picture may be
marred by dots. When the signal is extremely weak,

it may be necessary to install a special antenna to
improve the reception.

1. Adjust the position and orientation of the indoor/
outdoor antenna.

2. Check the connection of antenna.
Fine tune the channel.

4. Try another channel. Broadcasting failure may
happen.

Ignition

Black spots or horizontal streaks appear, or the picture
flutters or drifts. This is usually caused by interference
from car ignition system, neon lamps, electric drills, or
other electrical appliance.

Ghost

Ghosts are caused by the television signal following
two paths. One is the direct path, the other is reflected
from tall buildings, hills, or other objects. Changing the
direction or position of the antenna may improve the
reception.

Radio frequency interference

This interference produces moving ripples or diagonal
streaks, and in some case, loss of contrast in the
picture. Find out and remove the radio interference
source.
